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1.1 Introduction

Jhapa District is located in Mechi Zone of the Eastern Development Region of Nepal. It borders
with West Bangal (India) to the East, Morang district to the West, Illam district to the North and
Bihar (India) to the South. The district has 3 municipalities and 47 VDCs. The total area of the
district is 1606 Square kilo metres. Geographically the district lies on 87°39’ east to 88°12’ east
longitude and 26°20’ north to 26°50’ north latitude. The annual rainfall is about 2000 mm and
maximum temperature is recorded 42° C in summer and 10°C in winter. The lowest elevation
point is 58 meter which is the lowest land of Nepal and highest elevation point is 500 meter
from mean sea level of the district. All the part of Jhapa lies in Terai. Jhapa district is famous
for different cash crops, tea, horticulture and livestock.

Th district headquarter Chandragadi is connected by feeder road to the East-West Highway at
Birtamod. This district is the gateway for India to the Eastern development Region of Nepal. It
is also connected in hilly parts of the eastern region of Nepal.

Jhapa district has plain areas with an average population density of around 428.4 per square
kilometer. The district population growth rate is 1.84%. However, the growth is balanced and
in-migration is rapidly increasing day to day from rural area to in this district. The average
literacy rate is about 67.14% on which 58.8% female and 75.62% male are literate.

This district has multi ethnic composition; majorities are_Brahamin, Chetri, Rajbanshi, Limbu,
Rai, Tamang, Kami, Damai etc. In terms of religion, Hindus are 79.37%, Buddhist 14.34% and
other (6.29%). Common communicating language is Nepali (57.70%) followed by Rajbansi
(13.40%), Limbu (5.49%), Santhali (3.59%) and Maithali (3.46%). Major festivals are Dasain,
Tihar, Phagupurnima, Shivaratri, Chhat, Udhauli Parba, Idd, Christmas etc.

According to the Census 2058, the total population of the district is 633,042 comprising
318,415 female (51%) and 314,627 male (49%) residing in 156,500 hh. the average family size
is 4.05. Life expectancy of the people is 58 (Female 56.40 and Male 60.60) years (2009) and
population density is 394.17 people per square km (2009).

In the context of accessibility, Jhapa district has air transport service as well as the surface
transport facilities. The existing transport situation in the district is better in comparison to the
past. Surface transport facilities through national highway, feeder road, district road and village
roads are increasing significantly in the district. However, district and rural roads are in poor
condition require upgrading, rehabilitation and proper maintenance. The total length of the
strategic road networks in Jhapa district is 194.37 km. Department of Road (DoR) is
responsible for planning, implementation and maintenance of strategic roads.

Transport facilities help in developing access of rural-urban linkages. Road accessibility can
reduce isolation, stimulate crop production and marketing activities, encourage public services
and help to transfer technology. Road building has been seen to bring about notable
enthusiasmand visible changes in rural life. However, in the absence of rational criteria and
professional guidelines, road constructions are carried out in an adhoc manner leading to,
wastage of limited resources.

District transport Master Plan (DTMP) is being developed in the districts to support investments
in transport development with appropriate guideline and criteria for rational and transparent
decision making process.

Transport is one of the major components to improve access of the people to services and
facilities through increased mobility. Increased mobility results in better linkages with market
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centres, agricultural production pocket areas and other opportunities in the district. With
transport sector interventions and planning based on accessibility considerations, District
Transport Master Plan (DTMP) for a district offers long-term perspective for the planned
development of the rural roads in the district.

In a nutshell, District Transport Master Plan is a reflection of existing transport infrastructure
situation and future potential in relation with the resources available the District. DTMP
essentially covers the rural transport infrastructures (RTIs), which are funded, supported and
implemented by DDCs. The DTMP preparation strongly advocates meaningful participation of
all key stakeholders in the planning process to make DTMP more acceptable and ensure
ownership. The preparation process goes through a series of techno-political activities that
include consultation workshops and interactive meetings with stakeholders to increase
participation of all stakeholders. These activities include District level workshop, DTICC
meetings and cluster of llaka level workshops, formal/informal meeting, focus group
discussions and transit walk, etc. At every stage, to careful consideration is given to ensure
access and high level of participation of representatives from line agencies, major political
parties, social leaders, women organizations, Dalit and Janjati coordination committees,
differently able people, chamber of commerce, transportation association etc. The approach is
to work towards consensus building.

A completed and DDC endorsed DTMP serves as a planning document when potential donor
agencies, line agencies and development partners approach the district for possible transport
sector investments.. DTMP becomes an authoritative document of the district to negotiate
possible grant and loan assistance from donor agencies. It facilitates project identification.
Donors or funding agencies supporting rural transport investments have accepted DTMP as a
prerequisite tool for transport related assistance.

The long term vision of the Government of Nepal for the road sector, as formulated National
Strategy (MoLD 1997), is "....the development of basic rural infrastructure (with strong
emphasis on district agricultural roads) country-wide in a planned and sustainable manner. In
line with the poverty alleviation objectives, labour-based technology and environmental-
friendly, local resource-oriented construction methods have to be incorporated in rural
infrastructure development process.” The National Strategy highlights that development of
rural infrastructure takes place in a decentralized environment.

1.2 Objective of the DTMP

In brief, the overall objective of the District Transport Master Plan (DTMP) is to develop rural
road network in a district in a planned and sustainable manner using labour based, local
resources oriented, and environmental friendly approach within a decentralized participatory
environment.

The specific objectives of preparing DTMP for a district are to:
= Analyse accessibility situation in the district
= Identify and prioritize interventions based on the accessibility situation.
= Prepare Indicative Developmental Potential Map (IDPM).

= Prepare District Inventory Map (DIM) of Rural Road networks.
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= Prepare Perspective Plan of transport services and facilities.
= Prepare/update five year District Transport Master Plan (DTMP).

= Prepare a realistic physical and financial implementation plan of prioritized roads for
the DTMP period.

1.3 Scope of work

The process of DTMP preparation as envisaged under this assignment includes studies of the
district roads, their socio-economic analysis and scope of various sectors such as agriculture,
industry etc.. DTMP looks at the present transport situation, accessibility and socio-economic
benefit that will accrue from planned development of the road network. This is reflected in the
perspective plan of twenty year range based on which five year DTMP is designed. The short
term investments will be completed in five year period. This study of DTMP is limited to areas
within district boundary but due consideration is given to the nearest road-head and regional
and intra-district connectivity. Participatory planning adopted for DTMP preparationis expected
to contribute to consensus building among the politicians and district level stakeholders
necessary for acceptingDTMP as the agreed document of DDC. The District Council is
expected to agree to the DTMP and use it for the road development, implementation,
improvement and maintenance of transport networks in the district.

1.4 Limitation of Study

DTMP is prepared to be a valid legal document approved by DDC Council. In order to
implement the Plan, DDC should consistently own the document and use the investment plan
even if DDC Council is changed. The usefulness of DTMP depends on its use by the DDC.

Socio-economic data used in the DTMP preparation are collected from secondary sources.
Prioritization criteria were presented in DTICC and were approved. Perspective Plan and five
year DTMP plans are based on result of prioritization process and reflect information on DDC
financial resources as made available to the study team.

Estimate of the cost of road construction has been prepared based on the experience gained in
district roads in similar terrain. The estimated resource envelope e for the implementation of
road projects is prepared after analysing the past trend of budgets. Therefore, the budgetary
figures projected are only indicative.There may be unforeseen changes in the level of actual
allocation of budgets for the road sector.

CHAPTER I1: APPROACH AND METHODOLOGY

2.1 Approach

District Transport Master Plan is prepared using participatory bottom-up approach and differs
from conventional practices of top down approach. Techno-Political interface has been
incorporated in the planning process, where active participation from representatives of political
parties, line agencies, DDC officials is crucial.

The District Transport Infrastructure Coordination Committee (DTICC) has been constituted at
the district level as authorized legislative body of DDC. This body, comprising political
representatives from all political parties, provides necessary policy decisions during the DTMP
preparation process.

2.2 Methodology

The preparation of DTMP goes through several stages in its planning stage. Secondary
sources of information are collected from various line agencies. District level workshop is
conducted to create awareness among district leadership and representatives as well as local
people on how the planning activities re carried out and what their roles are in the process.
Cluster of llaka level workshops are then carried outto verify and validate proposed network
planning.

2.2.1 Task/Activities

The consultant team undertook related tasks and activities according to a work schedule as
agreed in their Inception Report.These include:

Task- 1: Data/ Information collection
a)
Collection and review of secondary information

Secondary data were collected from annual report published by District Level offices and
through consultation with stakeholders (such as DADO, DVO, DDC, DEO, Small Cottage and
Industries, local traders etc). The main objective of the secondary data is to verify the data
collected from VDC level. Essential socio-economic data on on area, location and significance
of development potential area such as extensive agriculture, extensive horticulture, livestock
farming, high value cash crops, tourism, cottage and agro-based industries, center for
business/commerce/markets, tourism area, hydropower and water mills, mines, service centers
e.g. hospital, health post, agro-sub-center etc) have been collected from annual report, district
profile and study report published by DDC, DADO, District Education office etc.

Demographic data of district, maps, service flow pattern, various maps showing service centers
or the location of service of road (SoR) facilities, transport infrastructure inventory, past plans
and sectoral study reports, sectoral standards and policy targets were sourced from DoLIDAR,
DDC, line agencies of DDC, Bureau of Statistics, Kathmandu, Topographical Survey Branch,
local NGOs etc. The details on the documents collected are summarised below:
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List of documents

= Previous reports of DTMP prepared by the DDC.
= District periodic plan prepared by the DDC.

= Annual report of Agriculture Development Office, District Veterinary Office, report of District
Education office etc.

» Report on settlement pattern and market centres of the district.
= Demographic Statistics and socio-economic feature of the district.

Collection of Maps

= Topo maps the 1:25000 and 1:50000 scales, for use as base map.
= Digitized topographic maps of Department of Survey.

= District Administrative Map.

= District Trail Map, Helvetas.

= Strategic Road Network Map.

b) Primary Data collection

Primary information was taken from concerned community people, VDC officials, civil
society representatives, women’s development organizations, shopkeepers and school
teachers about real accessibility situation of settlements in special format developed for
this purpose.

Task- 2: Indicative Development Potential Map (IDPM) Preparation

Indicative Development Potential Map (IDMP) was prepared in order to indicate the different
areas with the existing and potentiality of agriculture, horticulture, livestock and
existing/potential key market/growth centers and other developmental potential area. IDPM is
developed according to the Interim Guidelines for preparation of DTMP. Based on Data
collected from annual reports from line agencies and DDC level workshop, Development
potential area of the district in agriculture, horticulture, livestock, cottage and small industries,
other potentiality of the district have been identified.

Existing / potential areas defines as:
Areas with extensive agriculture,
Areas with extensive horticulture,
Areas with extensive Livestock farming,
Areas with extensive fisheries,
Areas with extensive small cottage industries
Potential Areas with tourism development,

Existing/ Potential Areas with development of large industries like hydropower, mining
develop,

Market Survey.

Market Survey was carried out to identify market and service centres. Data and information
collected in the field is the main basis for determining the importance or relative importance of

market/service centres and central places. All services existing in a particular centre were
listed by district line agencies and supplemented by field data on economic population
structure collected for the centre and its influence areas using P-RRA approach. For the
evaluation purposes, data from offices, Industry, Business & Commerce, Education, Health,
Communication, Electricity Supply, Drinking Water Supply services are combined for the
centre and its influence areas. Assessment of economic facilities and services existing in the
market/service centres and their catchments areas leads to the identification of the most
important market/service centre. Centrality analysis of the market facilities and government
services are carried out.

The Centrality Index is calculated using the following formula

The weight of each function was calculated by adopting the Median Threshold Population
Technique. The Median Threshold Population Technique calculates the weight as:

W; = Median population of the i function

Lowest median population of market centres where a function exists

The collected information is plotted on the base map indicating their geographical
boundaries as accurately as possible.

Base map on which all the development potential areas and sites have been plotted is
the draft Indicative Development Potential Map (IDPM) of the district. Brief notes on
each plotted area of development potential are prepared. The description should
highlight the nature and size of the area.

Presentation of IDPM in DTICC meeting to Finalize and approve IDPM.

Task- 3: Preparation of District Inventory Map (DIM)
The following steps were taken for preparation of DIM Report.

The inventory survey of the existing rural roads was carried out and necessary
interventions such as new construction, rehabilitation, periodic maintenance, regular
maintenance etc are identified. Earlier, spatial information of existing roads was noted
on photocopy of topographical maps.

The information/ data on existing rural infrastructures was taken using Global
Positioning System (GPS) instruments including GPS tracking of existing roads and
GPS way points of trail bridges conducted by TBSU. GPS tracking constitutes major
activity for DIM preparation, which takes considerable effort in field level.
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Information on road surface type, traffic levels, status of passability, status of
construction, adequacy of bypasses, existing bridges and their requirements, status of
drainage and other improvement required are collected during inventory survey.

The DIM was presented and discussed in the DTICC meeting and the Interventions on
rehabilitations, maintenance and upgrading of the existing rural roads were agreed.
The required interventions were analysed based on accessibility situation.

Presentation of DIM and IDPM was made in one day meeting with DTICC. This
meeting then finalised IDPM and DIM.

Task- 4: Preparation of District Network Plan

Market centre are graded based on centrality index; Market grade A (> 100), grade B
(50-100), grade C (25-50), and potential (< 25).

Preparation of GIS map of nodal centres (using graded market centres)

All the market centres based on their hierarchy lies at the core of the central place and
are plotted in GIS map.

After plotting the market centrals, existing roads are overlaid on the GIS Map.
Accessibility situation is analysed using GIS model.

Buffering along the left and right of the existing all weather road is carried out on the
basis of walking distance of 2 hours for terai and 4 hours for the hills. These delineated
areas are considered as accessible area.

The planning team proposes road network for the inaccessible area identified by the
Zol analysis.

Preliminary road network plan for inaccessible area is prepared based on the nodal
points/market centres and government policy of 2 hours and 4 hours.

Rural roads identified are categorised into two type of roads i.e. district roads and
village roads. District roads are classified as RRA and RRB according to the
significance of the roads.

Prior to disseminating information in cluster of llaka level workshop, DTICC meeting
was conducted and the proposed preliminary road network plan for inaccessible area
was presented and discussed to verify and obtain preliminary approval of the proposed
road networks.

All suggestions and feedbacks were collected from DTICC meeting and incorporated in
preliminary proposed road network plan.

Preliminary road network plan is presented and discussed in series of llaka level
workshops to collect their views and proposal for DTPP. Road network plan is finalised
in the workshop.

In the workshop, the DTMP study team presented and clarified the objective of the
DTMP and process of its preparation.

Plenary discussions were organised to verify their views on new demands as well as
existing road networks.
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Task- 5: Preparation of District Transport Perspective Plan (DTPP)
Prioritization of proposed new roads

The following criteria are used for prioritisation of new transport linkages.

Calculation of Scores for Prioritization of New, Rehabilitation and Upgrading of Roads

In order to make the indicators comparable their results have to be transformed to
dimensionless indices using the zero-to-one method.

The following formula is applied to each indicator of the area of investigation

On the basis of prioritization criteria, the transport linkages under the categories of new
construction /rehabilitation/upgrading for each class of roads are prioritized.

After overlay all proposed transport linkages in the DIM, DTPP are prepared.

Presentation of draft District Transport Perspective Plan (DTPP) in DTICC and
finalization of DTPP.

Task- 6: Preparation of Five Year District Transport Master Plan (DTMP)

The DTPP is used as the based documents on which the District Transport Master
Plan is prepared.

The financial resource of the district available for and spent on transportation sector
was assessed from past trend of financing in this sector and allocation of budget by
DDC and other line agencies for coming years. The tentative budget plan for coming
five years was prepared in consultation with DDC.

The interventions and road linkages identified in the DTPP were prioritized according to
Approach for the Development of Agricultural and Rural Roads, DoLIDAR (1997).

Final workshop was organized at the DDC where the prioritization of roads was
approved.

Task-7: Endorsement of the Five Year District Transport Master Plan of District
RTI Network

DDC should submit the final District Transport Master Plan to District Council for
approval. DTICC with the support from planning team shall brief the Council on the
entire process used in the preparation of the Plan including elaboration on scoring
system used for prioritization.

The DTMP is finally approved by the District Council.

2.2.2 ACTIVITIES DONE IN THE DISTRICT:

Different types of orientation, workshop and meeting were held at the distict and cluster level.
Chronological order of activities performed in the district for DTMP preparations are mentioned
as follows.

i) Introductory workshop in DDC on 19" January 2010.

i) Selection of Technical Assistant (TA) and Research Associate (RA) on 26" January
2010 for field level data collection.

i) 15 DTICC meeting in DDC on 4" June 2010.

iv) llaka level workshop at Anarmani (Birtamod) on 3" June 2010.
V) llaka level workshop at Gauradaha on 4™ June 2010.
Vi) llaka level workshop at baniyani on 5™ June 2010.
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vii) 2" DTICC meeting (Informal) in DDC on 7th June 2010.

In addition to above, meetings and sharing at individual level were carried out with selected
persons, representatives from NGOs, line agencies, district based projects related to transport
infrastructures development for collecting secondary information that were used in the
preparation/updating of DTMP.
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CHAPTER llI: INDICATIVE DEVELOPMENT POTENTIAL MAP
(IDPM)

3.1. Physical Location and Geographical Characteristics

Jhapa District is located in Mechi Zone of the Eastern Development Region of Nepal. It borders
with West Bangal (India) to the East, Morang district to the West, Illam district to the North and
Bihar (India) to the South. The district has 3 municipalities and 47 VDCs. The total area of the
district is 1606 Square kilo metres. Geographically the district lies on 87°39’ east to 88°12’ east
longitude and 26°20" north to 26°50’ north latitude. The annual rainfall is about 2000 mm and
maximum temperature is recorded 42° C in summer and 10°C in winter. The lowest elevation
point is 58 meter which is the lowest land of Nepal and highest elevation point is 500 meter
from mean sea level of the district. All the part of Jhapa lies in Terai. Jhapa district is famous
for different cash crops, tea, horticulture and livestock.

Jhapa district has 156,500 hectares land where almost (91,252 ha) cultivated and have alluvial
soil. The paddy farming is done in almost all areas of the district. The 30,347 hectares area of
land is fully irrigated.

There are 5 types of major stream/river, starts from Mahabharat which are Mawa khola and
Ratuwa (west), Mechi River (east), Kankai River (middle), Ninda, Biring Khola and other starts
from Siwalik range. These rivers are the source of the irrigation but many parts are flooded
during rainy season.

Jhapa district has 16,057 hectare of forest land covered with various species vegetation.
Approximately 10 % of land is covered with forest which is also called as Charkose Jhadi.

Th district headquarter Chandragadi is connected by feeder road to the East-West Highway at
Birtamod. This district is the gateway for India to the Eastern development Region of Nepal. It
is also connected in hilly parts of the eastern region of Nepal.

Jhapa district has plain areas with an average population density of around 428.4 per square
kilometer. The district population growth rate is 1.84%. However, the growth is balanced and
in-migration is rapidly increasing day to day from rural area to in this district. The average
literacy rate is about 67.14% out of which 58.8% female and 75.62% male are literate.

Major market areas of the Jhapa district are Ganatantrachowk (Damak Municipality), Birta
Bazaar (Babiyabirta), Dhulabari Bazaar, Surunga, Gauradaha, Budhabare, Rajgadh,
Chharaali, Sanischare, Mangalbare, Khajurgachi, Dudhe, Aaitabare, Khudunabari, Kerkha,
Jhiljhile, Ittabhatta, Baniyani, Gaurigunj, Jhapa Bazaar, Ghailadubba, Sagarmathachowk,
Shivagunj, Chharpane, Bahundangi, Galdubba, Goldhap, Mangalbare, Kyampa, Gauriya,
Skulchaun, Lakhanpur, Maidhar, Bagan Pathariya etc.

3.2 Socio-economic Characteristics
3.2.1 Population

Jhapa district is densely populated district where the population of district is increasing rapidly
because the people of various hilly districts are migrating to terai. Total population of the district
is 633,042 comprising 318,415 female (51%) and 314,627 male (49%) residing in 156,500
households. the average family size is 4.05. Life expectancy of the people is 58 (Female 56.40
and Male 60.60) years (2009) and population density is 394.17 people per square km (2009)
(Refer to annex 1.1)
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3.2.2 Religion, Festivals and Caste

This district has multi ethnic composition; majorities are Brahamin, Chetri, Rajbanshi, Limbu,
Rai, Tamang, Kami, Damai etc. In terms of religion, Hindus are 79.37%, Buddhist 14.34% and
other (6.29%). Common communicating language is Nepali (57.70%) followed by Rajbansi
(13.40%), Limbu (5.49%), Santhali (3.59%) and Maithali (3.46%). Major festivals are Dasain,
Tihar, Phagupurnima, Shivaratri, Chhat, Udhauli Parba, Idd, Christmas etc. (Refer to annex
1.1)

3.2.3 Education Status

There are altogether 367 educational institutions; 196 primary schools, 80 lower secondary, 80
secondary, 11 higher secondary and 2 campuses enhancing the education to the girls and
boys. There is 137040 students studing in primary, 49,587 in lower secondary, 25,008 in
secondary and 4,722 in higher secondary. Literacy rate is 67.14% out of which female stands
at 58.8% and male 75.62%.

3.2.4 Economically active and inactive population

About 286,197 (57.95%) population are economically active and 207,699 (42.05%) are inactive
in terms of economic activities.

3.5.1 Brief on Existing and Potential Market centre (Key Growth Centre)

According to the study of relevant literatures/reports, consultation with related program/project,
consultation of the various person and field visit, total 90 possible market centres were
considered for analysis. After required data collection and analysis of collected information
according to Interim guideline of DTMP, 29 market centres are grade A, 29 market centres as
grade B, 29 market centres as grade C were identified as existing market centres and other 3
is as potential market centres. Brief description of market centres are as follows:

3.5.1.1 Market Centres Grade A
Ganatantra Chowk (Damak Municipality)

Ganatantra Chowk (Damank Municipality) is the major market, trading, commercial and
industrial centre of the Jhapa district which is located in National Highway. It is situated on the
west boarder of Morang district and lies in Damak Municipality. It provides various facilities and
services to Gaurigunj, Gauradaha and othe western VDCs of the district. There are various
types of facilities like as governmental offices, electricity, Telephone exchange, public water
supply system, schools, colleges, banking and cooperatives facility, Agriculture service sub-
centre, hospital and nursing homes, branch of district Administration Office, Police post, branch
of land tax Office, cinema hall, petrol pump, motor parts shops etc. AMDA hospital provides
high quality of medical treatment in this centre. It provides access to Beldangi Bhutanese
refugee camp and it is the starting point of Damak — Chisapani road. Ganatantra chowk
(Damak) is first rank and A grade market center with centrality index 3080 in the district.

Birta Bazar /Birtamod
Birta Baazar/Birtamod is situated at central location of the district and known as a commercial

centre of Mechi zone. It is located in Anarmani VDC and main market centre of the district and
approximately centrally located on National Highway. The market centre has facilities for
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banking and cooperatives, education (Boarding, schools, collegues, technical institues),
telephone/mobile, public water supply, Nursing homes and medical sshops, security office,
access to sewerage disposal, agro based industries, hotels and lodges, cinema halls and
others. It has possibility for commercial expansion and capacity to absorb settlement
expansion. It is ranked first and A grade market center with centrality index is 1968 in the
district.

Kakarvitta

Kakarvitta market centre is situated in Mechi Nagarpalika and starting point of Mahendra
highway. It is a main market centre of the Jhapa district and eastern gate of Nepal. The market
centre has various facilities like electricity, telephone, Schools, custom office, immigration
office, security offices, health service, banking and cooperatives, hotels and lodges, water
supply, sanitation facility etc. it provides transportation route for Bhutan, West Bangal and other
parts of India.Kakarvitta is also the starting point of Fulbari Marga, which is important and
potential for promotion of trade and transit with Bangaladesh. It is ranked first and A grade
market center with centrality index is 424.

Surunga

Surunga Bazar is the major market centre and VDC centre of the Surunga VDC and linked with
National highway. It is the starting point of Surunga — Kumarkhod road. The market centre
provides access to Tagandubba, Kumarkhod and Saranamati VDCs. The market centre has
facilities of electricity, telephone/mobile, governmental and boarding schools, campus, primary
health care centre, VDC office, banking and cooperatives, police post, foresty range post, rice
and floor mills, agro based industry, Agriculture service centre, vetenary office, post office,
telephone office, electricity office, chilling centre, dairy industry, fruits sale centre, NGOs, hotels
and lodges etc. And it is rapidly growing as a town. Kankai vegetables production group and
Nepal vegetables and fruits sale centre and industry are established.Besides, Kankai
community forest covering approximately 230 hac area located near the market. It is famous
for religious place and it has sufficient area for future settlement expansion and town planning.
It is ranked first and A grade market center with centrality index is 357.

Dhulabari

Dhulabari market is the main business and trading centre of the district as well as eastern part
of Nepal. It is located in the National highway and lies in Mechi Nagar municipality. The market
centre has various facilities like banking and cooperatives, electricity, telephone/mobile, water
supply, disposal and sanitation, Nursing home and medical facility, boarding, schools and
campus, hotels and lodges etc. It is ranked first and A grade market center with centrality index
is 353.

Gauradaha

It is VDC centre and major market centre of Gauradaha VDC and surrounding areas. The
market centre has various facilities such as telephone/mobile, electricity, banking and
cooperatives, agro based industry like ice factory, Jute, furnitures, rice mills are in existance,
medicine shops, Higher, secondary and boarding school, campuse, hotel restaurant etc. The
market centre is famous for suitable for rice, wheat, maize production and it is potentials for
fish farming. It is linked with Gauradaha — Maharani — Kohobara —-Damana — Khajurgachi road
network. It is ranked first and A grade market center with centrality index is 286.

Budhabare

The market centre is located in the Budhabare VDC and it is the most fortile area of the district.
The market centre lies 6 km north from charali of Mechi highway.The market centre has
various facilities such as telephone/mobile, electricity, banking and cooperatives, tea packing
industry, dairy industry, Ochilling centre, rice mills, agro based industry, medicine shops,
boarding and school, Aayurvedic Aushadalaya, hotel restaurant etc. The market centre is
famous for Nut, betel, black pepper, vegetables and other cash crops produced. It is linked
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with Budhabare — Hokse road network which is partially gravelled and black topped. It is
ranked first and A grade market center with centrality index is 275.

Chandragadi

Chandragadi Bazar is the VDC centre of Chandragadi VDC and district headquarters of the
Jhapa district. There are various types of facilities like as district level governmental offices,
electricity, Telephone exchange, public water supply system, schools, colleges, banking
and cooperatives facility, Agriculture service sub- centre, health service and nursing
homes, stadium and public park, petrol pump, motor parts shops etc and it lies 15 km south
from National highway connected with black topped road. It has provided administrative,
market and service facility to Maheshpur, Prithiwinagar, Baniyani, Balubadi, Kechana,
Pathamari and Pathriya VDCs. The market centre also provides transport route for
Kechana Kabal (Lowest place of Nepal) and Kicchak Badh (Important place for religious). It
is the centre point of Bhadrapur — Jyamirgadi — Barne and Bhadrapur — Haldibari —
Goldhap road and feeder road. . It is ranked first and A grade market center with centrality
index is 233.

Rajghad

It is VDC centre of Rajghad VDC and lies 22 km south from National Highway and linked
with Laxmipur — Dangibari — Chakchaki — Rajghad — Gherabari road and feeder road. In
this area, the major inhabitants are the ethnic caste of Rajbansi. The market centre is
famous for animal husbandry. It has facilities of VDC office, post office, police post, higher
secondary school, boarding, electricity, telephone/mobile access, cooperatives, biscuit
factory, cinema hall etc. The market centre has provided market facility and services to
Rajghad, Chakchaki, Haldibari, Dangibari, Saranamati, Kumarkhod, Tagandubba,
Goldhap, Gherabari, Pathariya VDCs and Pantupada/Kaduvitta of India. It is ranked first
and A grade market center with centrality index is 222.

Mangalbare Bazar

It is the VDC centre and main market centre of Dharampur VDC. It has facilities of VDC office,
post office, schools, boarding, electricity, telephone/mobile access, cooperatives, medical
shops, hotels and resturants etc. The market centre is connected to National highway by
Dhararampur — Mangalbare — Panchgachhi road. The market centre provided market facilities
and services to Dharampur, Panchgachhi VDCs and surrounding areas. It is ranked first and A
grade market center with centrality index is 202.

Chaaraali

Charali markt centre is the main junction point of National highway and Mechi Rajmarga and
lies in Dhuwagadi VDC. The market centre has banking, telephone/mobile, boarding and
school, medical shops, cinema hall, vegetable market, hotels and lodges etc facilities. Army
camp in charali is providing medical treatment against snake biting. The market centre is
ranked first and A grade market center with centrality index is 195.

Khajurgachhi

The market centre is VDC centre and main market centre of Khajurgachhi VDC. The market
center lies 23 km south from National highway and major junction of Hulaki road/feeder road
and Padajungi — Gaurigunj road network. It has facilities of VDC office, health post, primary
secondary and boarding schools, campus, police post, telephone/mobile, electricity, road
access, hotels and lodges etc. The market centre is famous for jute mat and selling of
agriculture production. The market centre provided market facilities and services to
Khajurgachhi, Gaurigunj, Juropani, Maharanijhoda, Kohabara VDCs and Sijuwa, Jhurkiya,
Mahadeva, Govindapur VDCs of Morang district and Bihar of India. The market centre is
ranked first and A grade market center of the district with centrality index is 185.
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Sanischare/Arjundhara

It is located in Sanischare VDC and major market centre of Sanischare and Arjundhara VDCs.
It is located in 5 km north from Birtamod and previously it was the route of market and trading
for hilly districts of Mechi zone of eastern region. The market centre is suitable for cereal and
high value crops (nuts, coconuts, pineapple etc). It is an also important for industrial and
trading centre of the district. It has facilities of electricity, telephone/mobile access, schools,
higher secondary school, bank and cooperatives, access of public water supply, health and
private nursing homes, ayaurvedic medicine industry, rice mills, tea packaging industry etc.
The market centre is famous for animal husbandry and milk production and provides access to
Khudunabari and Budhabare VDCs. The market centre is ranked first and A grade market
center with centrality index is 178.

Dudhe

It is an important market centre located in the Satasidham VDC and linked with National
Highway. It has facilites of electricity, telephone/mobile, public water supply, primary,
secondary, higher secondary and boarding schools, medical shops, rice and floor mills,
veternairy office, telephone office, banking and cooperatives, hotels and restaurants etc. The
market centre provides access to Shivagunj, Baigundhura, Mahavara and Korobari VDCs and
linked with Dudhe — Mahavara road. The market centre will be absorbing the future settlement
expansion. The market centre is ranked first and A grade market center with centrality index is
175.

Aaitabare Bazar

It is the major market centre and located in Lakhanpur VDC and linked with Padajungi —
Bargaha — Jharkaha — Sanischsre — Chapramari — Birbalchowk road. It has facilites of
electricity, telephone/mobile, schools, medical shops, cooperatives, hotels and restaurants
etc. The market centre provided market facilities and services to Lakhanpur, Topgachhi
VDCs and Chulachuli VDC of lllam district. The market centre is ranked first and A grade
market center with centrality index is 170.

Khudunabari Bazar

Khudunabari market centre is located in Khudunabari VDC and linked with Arjundhara —
Sanischare — Khudunabari road network which is interlinked with lllam district. The market has
facility of electricity, telephone/mobile, VDC office, post office, health service, Campus, primary
secondary and boarding schools, rice and flour mills, cooperatives, market shops, hotels and
lodges etc. Bhutanese refugee camp is located in this area and connected with Sanischare and
Arjundhara graveled road. The market centre is ranked first and A grade market center with
centrality index is 151.

Jhiljhile Bazar

Jhiljhile market centre is located in Satasidham VDC and linked with National highway. It is the
starting point of Jhiljhile — Janata road. The market centre has facilities of electricity,
telephone/mobile, campus, secondary and primary schools, health services, banking and
cooperatives, telephone office, rice and flour mills, restaurants and shops. It has provided
market facilities and services to Satasidham, Shivagunj, Dharampur and Panchgachhi VDCs.
The market centre is ranked first and A grade market center with centrality index is 136.

Kerkha Bazar

It is located in Topgachhi VDC and linked with National highway. It has facilities of electricity,
telephone/mobile, campus, secondary and primary schools, medical shops, rice and flour mills,
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telephone counter, cooperatives, hotels and restaurants. Kerkha Ratwa mai Afforestation
project Office located in this market centre. It is the starting point of Kerkha — Kyampa —
Sarangpada road. It has provided market facilities and services to Topgachhi, Dharampur
VDCs and Chulachuli VDC of lllam district. The market centre is ranked first and A grade
market center with centrality index is 135.

Gaurigunj Bazar

The market centre is VDC centre and main market centre of Khajurgachhi VDC. The market
center lies 23 km south from National highway and major junction of Hulaki road/feeder road
and Padajungi — Gaurigunj road network. It has facilities of health service, schools, campus,
police post, telephone/mobile, electricity, road access, hotels and lodges etc. The market
centre is famous for jute and selling of agriculture production. The market centre provided
market facilities and services to Khajurgachhi, Gaurigunj, Juropani, Maharanijhoda, Kohabara
VDCs and Sijuwa, Jhurkiya, Mahadeva, Govindapur VDCs of Morang district and Bihar of
India. The market centre is ranked first and A grade market center of the district with centrality
index is 133.

Baniyani

Baniyani Bazar is the VDC centre and main market centre of the Baniyani VDC and lies on
Mechi Rajmarga and Pathamari — Baniyani — Balubadi — Pathariya road. The market centre
has facility of electricity, telephone/mobile, primary, secondary and boarding schools, VDC
centre, Health care centre and others. It has provided market and service facility to Pathamari,
Balubadi, Kechana and Pathariya VDCs. The market centre is ranked first and A grade market
center of the district with centrality index is 133.

ltabhatta

It is the important market centre located in Mechi municipalty and linked with National highway
with black topped road. There are facilities of electricity, Telephone/mobile access, public water
supply system, primary and secondary level schools, colleges, cooperatives, health service,
medical shops, motor parts shops etc. It has provided market and service facility to Mechi
nagarpalika (ward no 1-13), Jyamirgadi and Bahundangi VDCs. The market centre is ranked
first and A grade market center of the district with centrality index is 131.

Jhapa Bazar

It is the main market centre and VDC centre of Kumarkhod VDC. The market centre has facility
of electricity, telephone/mobile, Primary and secondary level schools, VDC Office, health post,
medical shops, rice and flour mills, banks and cooperatives, agriculture service
centre,veterinary office, post office, hotels and resturants etc. It has provided market and
service facility to Kumarkhod, Surunga, Saranamati and Madargach VDCs. The market centre
is linked with Surunga — Lalpaani — Madargach — Kwadi (Laxmi Marga) and Surunga —
Saranamati — Kumarkhod (Amar Path) roads. The market centre is ranked first and A grade
market center of the district.

Ghailadubba Bazar

It is the VDC centre of Ghailadubba VDC and lies 5 km south from National highway. It is
linked with Anarmani — Ghailadubba and Laxmipur — Rajghad road. It has facilities to health
post, school, police post, bank and cooperatives, post office, telephone, electricity, small
hotels, tea shop etc. It is the market centre of Dangibari, Chakchaki, Rajghad and Gherabari
VDCs. And it is the famous for animal market in the district. The market centre is ranked first
and A grade market center of the district.
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Sagarmatha Chok (Bhadrapur Nagarpalika)

It is the important market centre and centrally located in Bhadrapur municipalty and linked with
Mechi Ragmarga. There are facilities of electricity, Telephone/mobile access, public water
supply system, primary and secondary level schools, colleges, cooperatives, health service
and nursing homes, medical shops, public park, petrol pump, motor parts shops etc and it lies
17 km south from National highway connected with black topped road. It has provided market
and service facility to Maheshpur, Prithiwinagar, Baniyani, Balubadi, Kechana, Pathamari and
Pathriya VDCs. The market centre is ranked first and A grade market center of the district.

Charpane

Charpane Bazar is the VDC centre and main market centre of the Charpane VDC and it lies 3
km wst from Birtamod on National Highway. It is the starting point of Charpane — Rajghad and
Arjundhara — Khudunabari road. It is rapidly growing as a town and facilities of electricity,
telephone/mobile, VDC centre, health service, campus, schools, and agro based industry,
Mechi Eye Care centre, bank and cooperatives, growing of town planning and settlement
expansion, hotels ledges and restaurant etc. The market centre is ranked first and A grade
market center of the district.

Bahundangi Bazar

Bahundangi market centre is main market centre and VDC centre of Bahundangi VDC. It lies 7
km north from Kakarvitta Bazar. The market centre has facility of electricity, telephone/ mobile,
secondary level school, VDC office, health post, post office, rice and flour mills, cooperatives,
medical shops, hotels and resturants etc. The area is suitable for cash crops ie amliso, nut,
tea. Kakarvitta — Bahundangi — Gadagalli road touches this market centre. It has provided
market and service facility to Bahundangi, Dhulabari, Kakarvitta, Jirmale VDC of Illlam district
and Naksalbari of India. The market centre is ranked first and A grade market center of the
district.

Shivagunj Bazar

It is the VDC centre and major market centre of Shivagunj VDC. It is 16 km far from Dudhe
Bazar and National highway. The market centre provides market and service facilities to
Panchgachi, Mahabhara, Baigundhura and Korobari VDCs. The market centre is linked by
graveled road from National highway and easily passable during the all weather. The market
ccentre has facilities of VDC office, health post, electricity, telephone/mobile, bank and
cooperatives, campus, secondary and primary schools, medical shops, rice and flour mills,
veternairy office, hotels and restaurants. It lies in the command area of Kankai Irrigation
project. Chandradangi agriculture farm is established for agriculture research and seed
production lies in the vicinity of the market. It is linked with Jhiljhile Bazar on National highway
by Jhiljhile — Shivagunj road. The market centre is ranked first and A grade market center of
the district.

Galdubba Bazar

Galdubba Bazar is the VDC centre and main market centre of the Juropani VDC and it lies on
Padajungi — Gaurigunj road. The market centre has facilities of VDC office, health post,
electricity, telephone/mobile, post office, telephone booth, cooperatives, campus, secondary
and primary schools, medical shops, rice and flour mills, hotels and restaurants. The market
centre provides market and service facilities to Juropani, Gaurigunj and Khajurgachi VDCs.
The market centre is ranked first and A grade market center of the district.

Goldhap

Goldhap Bazar is the VDC centre and main market centre of the Goldhap VDC. It is linked with
Bhadrapur (Sagarmatha chowk) — Haldibari — Goldhap — Adhuwa khola — Fulbari — Biring
Subashgaun, Sainikmod — Dimakutti — Rajghad and Anarmani — Garamani — Saheed School —
Haldibari roads network. The market centre has facilities of VDC office, health post, electricity,
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telephone/mobile, post office, campus, secondary and primary schools, cooperatives, medical
shops, rice and flour mills, hotels and restaurants. The market centre provides market and
service facilities to Goldhap, Chakchaki, Rajghad, Garamani, Haldibari, Jalthal and Anarmani
VDCs.

4.1 Background and Existing Transport Situation

Jhapa district is situated in Koshi zone in Eastern development region of Nepal. There are
many transport linkages such as: air transport, roads transport and trails bridges. Those
types of transport linkage shows in map are called District Inventory Map. This Map also
indicates overall situation of each transport linkage. Primary and secondary data were
collected for DIM. Primary data were collected by field visits of technical assistant team and
research associates. Technical data were collected by using GPS instrument. Lines and
points data were extracted directly form the instrument and other detail information of the
technical data was collected in FORMAT ‘A’. Similarly, socio-economic data were collected in
QUESTIONNAIRE ‘A’ by market survey. Secondary data were collected by the study of
relevant Literatures/Repots, Consultation with various persons like employees of different
line agencies, NGOs

4.2 Lists of transport Linkages

Jhapa district has advantage of daily air services from Kathmandu by different airlines in
eastern region.

The East west Highway crosses the district along east west playing a vital role in the
development of the district as a spinal cord. Similarly, Postal Highway providing inter district
road access facilities. On the other hand, Mechi Rajmarg connects the northern hill districts
like llam, Pachthar and Ramechap to the Terai. Other feeder roads and district roads help to
support the transport system within district. The DDC itself has been contributing in the
development in the road sector for new construction, gravel and black topping of the roads
throughout the district.

There are three metropolitan city and forty seven VDCs. Municipalites have urban road
network and VDCs have many smaller village roads facilitating for the movements within city
and VDCs.

4.6 Briefs on District Roads “A”

Study shows that Jhapa district has 20 district roads. Most of the district roads are gravel surface
in all weather condition. Moreover construction quality of the road is poor and has to be upgraded
to all weather roads for rendering good accessibility to the people and improving overall transport
situation of the district. Different roads need different types of interventions which can be viewed
in the summary table. The briefs of individual district roads are given below:

Charpane - Baradasi - Rajgadh (04A001A):

The road alignment starts from Charpana Chowk (MRM) of Charpana VDC and end at
Rajgadh Bazaar of Rajgadh VDC. This alignment passes through the settlements such as:
Beldagi, Laxmipur, Chaitubari, bihibare and Bhankuwabatri. It serves the road access facility
for the people of Charpana, Chakchaki and Rajghad VDC. This road alignment connects two
major roads MRM and postal highway. The total length of the road is 15.41 Km of low quality
of gravel road out of that around 1.6 km road is blacktop. This alignment passes through
many small Kholsi. Hence, it contains 29 number of cross drainage structures over the
existing Kholsi. This alignment has no crosses the major river. This alignment requires 4
number of small culvert for easy access. It passes through cultivated land, VDC centre and
school. This alignment requires periodic maintenance for all weather access.

Bhadrapur -Jyamirgadi - Dhulabari - Shanti Nagar - illam Boarder (04A002R):

This alignment starts from Sagarmatha Bazar of Bhadrapur Municipalities and end at
Shantinagar VDC (llam boarder). It passes through various large settlements area, high
fertilizer area, potential key growth centre, VDC centre, School and religious places etc. The
large settlement area lies on this alignment are sagarmatha Chowk (Bhadrapur NP)
Jyamirgadi, Laljhoda, Khawasbari, Rajhubirbari, Dhulabari (Mechi NP) Pachim, Katwalgau
Khutidagi, Mangalbare (Shanti Nagar), Panighat, Gadigaun, Santapur, Major market centers
lies on this alignment are Sagarmatha Bazar, Jyamirgadi, Dhulabari and Mangalbare. This
alignment provides the road access facilities on Bhadrapur NP, dhulabari, Jyamirgadi, Shanti
Nagar VDCs. The total length of the road is 27 Km of low quality of gravel road. This
alignment passes through many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 64 number of
cross drainage structures including one bridge and one causeway. This alignment requires
one slabe culver for new construction. It passes through cultivated land, VDC centre and
school. This alignment requires periodic maintenance for all weather access.

Dudhe - Shivaganj - Mahabhara — Kungibari— Korobari — Birpur — Bagahachaudhari
(04A003R):

This alignment starts from Dudha Bazar (MRM) in Satasidham VDCs and end at
Bagahachaudhari Korobari VDC. It passes through various large settlements area, high
fertilizer area, potential key growth centre, VDC centre, School and religious places etc. The
large settlement area lies on this alignment are Dudha Chaudhari gaun,Nahar chowk,
Bindada, Simal chowk, Shibugau, Chandradagi bazaar Shivagunj Bazar, Hawalder chowk,
Janta Bazar, Buluchowk, Naya Bazar, Gaddigaun, Mahabara Kungibari, Korobari, Birpur,
and Bagahachaudhari. Similarly, Major market centers lies on this alignment are Dhudhe,
Chandradangi, Shivagunj, Buluchowk, Janata Bazar and Kunjibari. This alignment provides
the road access facilities for the people of Mahabhara, Aamgachi, shivagunj and
Satashidham VDC'’s. The total length of the road is 32 km and in gravel condition. This
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alignment passes through many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 23 number of
cross drainage structures including three Bridges. It passes through cultivated land, VDC
centre and school. This alignment requires periodic and routine maintenance to upkeep the
road in well condition.

Sadhutar — Madhanpur — Laxmipur - Gherabari (04A004R):

The road alignment starts from Sadhutar in Khudnabari VDC and passes through
Madhanpur, Ramailobasti Pandavpur, Laxmipur (MRM) Khadibasti, Ghailadubba,
Lakadigaddhi, Rupchanbad, Simalchowkdagi, Kumaigaun, Phulbari bazaar, Chakchaki,
Rajgadh, Jantachowk, Bhagodubba, Gherabari and ends at Gharabari Pathariya hat at the
junction of Pathriya VDC, Gharabari VDC and India boarder. It connects the Rangeli-Ratuwa
Hulaki road and India Nepal Boarder to the main highway and up to the llam boarde. It
passes through various large settlements area, high fertilizer area, potential key growth
centre, VDC centre and School etc. The main market center lies on that road is Laxmipur,
Ghailadubba, Simal chowk (Dangi), Fulbari, Chakchaki, Rajghad, Gharabari, Gharabari
Pathriya hat etc. This alignment providing the road access facility for the people of Pathriya,
Gherabari, Rajghat, Chakchaki, dangibari, Ghailadubba Arjundhara and Khudnabari VDCs
from India boarder up to the llam district after crossing MRM and Rangali road. The total
length of the road is 34 km gravel road out of that 6.9 km road is in earthen condition. This
alignment passes through many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 73 number of
cross drainage structures including one Bridge. This alignment needs six new cross drainage
structures. This alignment is essential to make fair weather road with black topped surface
due to heavy traffic.

Surunga - Sarnamati — Tagandubba - Digalbank (Amar path) (04A005R):

This alignment begins at Surunga Bazar (MRM) in Surunga VDC and passes through Tappu,
Gohikhadi, Chapramari, Balubathan, Saranamati, Phulgachhi, Kamatolibazar, Jhapabazar,
Belaitibaraamd Purbitol (Postal highway). It passes through various large settlements area,
high fertilizer area, potential key growth centre, VDC centre and School etc. This alignment is
providing the road access facility for the people of Surunga, Saranamati and Topgachhi
VDC. The total length of the road is 23.03.km graveled road out of that 3 km road is in
blacktop condition. This alignment passes through many small canal and khola. Hence, it
contains 29 number of cross drainage structures out of that 8 number cross drainage
structure need for new construction. This alignment is essential to make fair weather road
with black topped surface due to heavy traffic.

Dharampur - Sukrabare - Parabari - Pachgachhi (04A006A):

The road corridor starts from Dharampur chowk (MRM) in Dharmpur VDC and end at
Pachgachhi chowk of Pachgachhi VDC. This alignment passes through the settlements such
as: Dharampur, Lalpani, Sukrabare, Parabari and Pachgachhi. It Provide the road access
facility for the people of Dharmapur and Pachgachhi VDCs up to the MRM. The total length
of the road is 13.18 Km of low quality of gravel road out of that around 2.1 km road is still in
earthen condition. This alignment passes through many small canal and khola. Hence, it
contains 29 number of cross drainage structures including one bridge over the existing canal
and khola. This alignment requires 11 number of cross drainage structure including three
bridges and one causeway for easy access. It passes through cultivated land, VDC centre

and school. This alignment requires periodic maintenance as well as upgrading for all
weather access.

Kerkha- Kyampa - Sarangpada - Baigundhura (05A007R):

The road begins from Kerkha bazaar(MRM) in Topgachhi VDC and end to Baigundhura
Bazar in Baigundhura VDC. It passes through various large settlements area, high fertilizer
area, potential key growth centre, and VDC centre etc. The alignment passes through
Kerkha, Keradhap, Milonchowk, Chihandada, Kampa, Bhalugau, Dhyangri, Sarangpada,
Gaddigau, Barhabighe and Baigundhura. Major Market center lies on this alignment are
Kerkha, Kyampa, Sarangpada and Baigundhura. This alignment connected the people from
Baigundhura, Dharampur VDC's to the MRM.

The total length of the road is 15.23 km gravel road out of that 2 km road is in gravel
condition. This alignment passes through many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 27
number of cross drainage structures including one Bridge. This alignment does not need new
cross drainage structures. This alignment requires periodic and routine maintenance to
upkeep the road in well condition.

Garamani - Haldibari - Jalthal - Balubadi - Pathariya - Kechana Netra marga (04A008R):

This alignment starts from Garamani Bazar (Bhadrapur - Birtamode feeder road) in
Annarmani VDC and end at Lodhabari (India Boarder) Kechana VDC. It passes through
various large settlements area, high fertilizer area, potential key growth centre, VDC centre,
School and religious places etc. The large settlement area lies on this alignment are
Garamani, sitalsimhabari, dadagaun, Lakhibari, Kajali, Manglabare Bazar, Jalthal,
Kanchanshree Durgavitta, jangilalbasti, Balubadi, Satanobasti, Hardasbitta, Basnat chowk
and Chalisttol. Similarly, Major market centers lies on this alignment are Dhudhe, Kunjibari,
Janata Bazar, Chandradangi, Shivagunj, Buluchowk. This alignment provides the road
access facilities for the people of Mahabhara, Aamgachi, shivagunj, Satashidham VDC'’s.
The total length of the road is 25.24 km and in gravel condition. This alignment passes
through many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 37 number of cross drainage
structures including two causeways. It passes through cultivated land, VDC centre huge
forest and school. This alignment requires periodic and routine maintenance to upkeep the
road in well condition.

Surunga - Lalpani- Madargachha- Kwadi (Laxmi Marga) (04A009R):

This alignment begins at Surunga Bazar(MRM) in Surunga VDC and passes through
iluwabari, Terka, Rudila, Terka, Lalpani, Chandrakatabasti, Jhalkupari, Madhargachh,
Beldagi, Simalbari, Hawaldarbasti, Kamal Basti, Kuwadi, Jhapa Bazar(Postal highway). It
passes through various large settlements area, high fertilizer area, potential key growth
centre, VDC centre and School etc. This alignment is providing the road access facility for
the people of Surunga, kumarkhod, Tagandhubba, Saranamati VDC. The total length of the
road is 21.km graveled road. This alignment passes through many small canal and khola.
Hence, it contains 35 number of cross drainage structures out of that 3 number cross
drainage structure need for new construction. This alignment is essential to make fair
weather road with black topped surface due to heavy traffic.
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Gauradaha - Maharanijhoda - Kohabara - Damuna - Khajurgachhi (04A010A):

This alignment starts from Gauradaha Bazar of Gauradaha VDC and end at Khajurgachhi
bazaar of Khajurgachhi VDC. It passes through various large settlements area, high fertilizer
area, potential key growth centre, VDC centre and School etc. The large settlement area lies
on this alignment are Gauradaha, School chaun, Dhardhara, Changamari, Ghopatol,
Damana Bazar and Khajurgachhi. This alignment connects the Gauradaha, Lakhanpur,
Kohabara and Khajurgachi to postal highway. The total length of the road is 15.27 km of
gravel road out of that around 3 km road is in earthen condition. This alignment passes
through many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 29 number of cross drainage
structures including one wooden Bridge. This alignment requires 7 cross drainage structures
including one bridge and need periodic maintenance for all weather access.

Bhadrapur (Sagarmatha) - Haldibari - Goldhap - Adhuwa Khola - Phulbari - Biring
Subhashgaon (05A011A):

This alignment begins at Sagarmatha Bazar of Bhadrapur NP at feeder road and end at birin
khola. It passes through various large settlements area, high fertilizer area, potential key
growth centre, VDC centre and School etc. The alignment passes through the various
settlements like Hospital mode, Garment chowk, Nepal tole, Panakhopi, Haldibari,
Kharsanbari, Chamardhap, Goldhap, Fulbari and birin. The main market centers lies on that
road are Laxmipur Sagarmatha, Haldhibari, Goldhap and Fulbari. This alignment providing
the road access facility for the people of Bhadrapur NP, Haldibari, Goldhap and Chakchaki
VDC'’s up to the “Bhadrapur — Birtamode” feeder road. The total length of the road is 18.2 km
gravel road out of that 1.53 km road is in earthen condition. This alignment passes through
many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 30 number of cross drainage structures. This
alignment is essential to make fair weather road with black topped surface due to heavy
traffic.

Kakarvita - Bahundagi - Gadagalli -llam border (04A012R):

The proposed road alignment begins from Kakarvitta market (MRM) in Kakarvitta VDC. It
passes through various large settlements area, high fertilizer area, potential key growth
centre, VDC centre and School etc. The large settlement area lies on this alignment are
Kakarvitta, Nakalbanda, Dhimaltol, Milanchowk, Bahundagi Bazaar, Aldagi, Bhorleni,
Tirinmode, Gadagalli and llamboarder. Similarly, Major market centers lies on this alignment
are Kakarvitta (Mechi NP), Bahundangi and Gadagalli. This alignment provides the road
access facilities for the people of Mechi NP, and Bahundangi VDC's. The total length of the
road is 11.56 km gravel road.Out of that 3.14 km in blacktop condition. This alignment
passes through many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 25 number of cross drainage
structures. It passes through cultivated land, VDC centre and school. This alignment requires
periodic and routine maintenance to upkeep the road in well condition.

Charpane - Narayan Chowk - Hatikilla (05A013R):

The alignment begins from Charpana chowk (MRM) in Charpana VDC and end at Hattikilla in
Budhabare VDC. It passes through the main market center of sanischare and charpana. This
alignment providing the road access facilities for the people of Budhabara and Arjundhara
VDC's up to MRM. It passes through various settlements like, Baisabari, Kanchan bari,
Arjundhara, Parakhopi, Narayan chowk And Hattikila. The total length of the road is about
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9.31 Km gravel road. This alignment passes through many small canal and khola. Hence, it
contains 11 number of cross drainage structures. This alignment requires one new bridge for
new construction. This alignment requires periodic and routine maintenance to upkeep the
road in well condition.

Amaldagi - Samayagadh - Bansbari - Baigundhura - Tulachan (04A014R):

The road alignment starts from MRM (Amaldagi) at Topgachhi VDC and end at Tulachan
Bazar at Baigundhuria VDC. This road alignment connects two major roads MRM and postal
highway. It is passes through the various settlements such as: Amaldagi, Samayagadh,
Bansbari, Baigundhura and Tulachan in Jhapa district. Baigundhura and Samayagad are the
major market center lies on this alignment. It provides the road access facilities for the
people of Topagchhi and Baigundhura VDC. This alignment passes through many small
Kholsi so 16 number Humpipe culvert and only one Bridge requires over the Eaxisting River
and Kholsi. It passes through cultivated land, VDC centre, school and religious places etc.
The total length of the road is 21.24 Km of low quality of gravel road out of that around 230
km road is blacktop.

Itabhatta-Bhrikuti-Gadagalli Sami Chowk (04A015R):

The road alignment starts at MRM of Ittabhatta Bazar in Mechi Nagar Palika. It passes
through various settlements Partibhachok, Sentari Skul, Girigaun, Dokandada, Badakhal,
Thapachowk, Bhirkuti Bazar, Bhadur gunj, Narayangunj, Tokleand end at Gadagalli Sami
chowk. The major market center lies on that road section are Ittabhatta, Bhirkuti bazaar and
Gadagalli. This alignment is providing the road access facilities for the people of Mechi NP
and Bahundagi VDCs up to MRM. It passes through cultivated land, poteies key growth
centre, VDC centre; school etc. The total length of the road is 14.67 km. Out of that, 7.62km
road is in blacktop condition remaining is in gravel condition. The alignment passes through
many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 20 number of cross drainage structures.
There is not necessary for the construction of new cross drainage structure. This alignment is
essential to make fair weather road with black topped surface due to heavy traffic.

Padajungi - Baraghara - Jharkha - Sanischare - Chapramari - Birbal chowk (05A016R):

The road alignment starts at MRM of Padajunga (Manglabara) in Lakhantari VDC. It passes
through various settlements Padajunga, Laldhondra, Barhaghara, Lalpani, Jhdka,
Sanischare, Dimmautha, Chapramari, Tanguwa, Nayagau, Kohabara and amana. Simalarly,
The major market center lies on that road section are Manglabara (Lakhanteri), Kohabara
and Damana. This alignment is providing the road access facilities for the people of
Kohabara and Damana VDCs up to MRM. It passes through cultivated land, poteies key
growth centre, VDC centre; school etc. The total length of the road is 20.89 km Gravel road.
This alignment passes through many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 9 number of
cross drainage structures including three bridges. This alignment is essential to make fair
weather road with black topped surface due to heavy traffic.

Kankai Domukha - Maidhar - Baidar chowk - Dhaule chowk (04A017A):
The proposed road alignment begins from Dhaula chowk and End at Kankai Domukha. The

alignment is cross the MRM at Milanchowk in Satasidham VDC. It passes through various
large settlements area, high fertilizer area, potential key growth centre, and VDC centre etc.
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The large settlement area lies on this alignment are Dhaula chowk, Laljhoda, Bahidarchow,
Sainak basti, Maichok, Gaide and Domukha. This alignment provides the road access
facilities for the people of Satasidham VDC’s to MRM (Milan Chowk). The total length of the
road is 11.32 km in gravel condition. This alignment passes through many small canal and
khola. Hence, it contains 22 number of cross drainage structures. This alignment needs one
Bridge for new construction. It passes through cultivated land, VDC centre and school. This
alignment is essential to make fair weather road with black topped surface due to heavy
traffic.

Damak (khajurgachhi)- Madhumalla(04A018A):

The road alignment starts at Madandagi in Damak NP passes through various settlements
such as: Kharkhare, Amchowk, Dadagaun and end at Madhumalla Bazar (Dhankuta district).
This alignment passes through almost middle of the Damak NP. Hence, it provides the road
access facilities for the people of Damak NP and Madhumalla Bazar (Dhankuta district) up to
MRM. It passes through cultivated land, potential key growth centre, VDC centre; school etc.
The total length of the road is 8.35 km graveled road. This alignment passes through many
small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 35 number of cross drainage structures out of them
3 number of cross drainage structure is require for new construction including one bridge..
This alignment is essential to make fair weather road with black topped surface due to heavy
traffic.

Dhaula Chowk - Nahar Chowk - Manglabare - Campa - Samaya - Ratanchawn —
Gaurahadaha (05A019R):

The road alignment starts from Dhaula Chowk of Satasidham VDC and ends at Gauradaha
VDC of Gauradaha Bazar. This alignment passes through Satasidham, Dharampur and
Gauradaha VDC. Main settlements on the corridor of the road are: Dhaula chowk, Nahar
chowk, Manglabara,,Lalpani Campa,Samayaghad to Jhurkiya. It passes through various
settlement areas like as Kudupada, Jambari, Dadatol, Ratanchoun and Gauradaha. Similarl,
Main Market center lies on that road are: Dhaula Chowk, Nahar Chowk, Manglabare,
Campa, Samaya, Ratanchawn and Gaurahadaha. The total length of the road is 13.83 km
earthen road out of that 3.64 km road is in Gravel condition. This alignment passes through
many small canal and khola. Hence, it contains 22 number of cross drainage structures. This
alignment requires 13.83 km gravelling and rest of the road section require periodic and
routine maintenance to upkeep the road in well condition.

Sainik Mod-Goldhap - Dimkhuti — Rajgadh (05A020R):

This alignment begins at Birat Bazar(Annarmani VDC) and passes through Biratpokhar,
Sainak Bazar, Chamardhap, Langadachow, Goldhap, Mansinikitta, Jalpabasti, and end at
Rajghad Bazar (Rajghad VDC). It passes through various large settlements area, high
fertilizer area, potential key growth centre, VDC centre and School etc. This alignment is
providing the road access facility for the people of Annarmani, Garamani, Goldhap and
Rajghad VDC. The total length of the road is 13.39 km out of that 6.85 km is in graveled road
and 7.08 km road is earthen condition. This alignment passes through many small canal and
khola. Hence, it contains 21 number of cross drainage structures out of that 5 number cross
drainage structure need for new construction including three bridges. This alignment is
essential to make fair weather road with black topped surface due to heavy traffic.

Bhadrapur-Birtamode road — Annarmani -3 Mahendra Highway (05B001R)

This alignment starts at “Bhadrapur-Birtamode” road and end at Annarmani -3 Mahendra
Highway. The total length of the road is 3.21 km graveled in condition. This alignment passes
through small canal and kholsi. Hence, it contains 2 numbers of cross drainage structures.
There is no need for construction of the cross drainage structure. According to the traffic
density as well as cost benefits analysis, this alignment is essential to make fair weather road
with black topped surface

Pathamari - Baniyani — Balubadi (05B002R)

This road starts from Balubadi bazaar and passes through Kamal basti, Banyani, Bajar
Nayahat, Pathamari Costom office and end at Pathamari Bazar in Pathamari VDCs. The total
length of the road is 9.95 km in gravel condition. This alignment passes through small canal
and kholsi. Hence, it contains 18 numbers of cross drainage structures. There is no need for
construction of the cross drainage structure. According to the traffic density as well as cost
benefits analysis, this alignment is essential to make fair weather road with black topped
surface.

Rangapur — Milonchowk — Baral chowk — Fakedip — Fattepur (05B003R)

This alignment starts at Khayerbari in “Padajungi - Baraghara - Jharkha - Sanischare -
Chapramari - Birbal chowk” road and end at Fattepur road in India boarder. The major
settlement lies on the corridor of the alignment are Ramgapur, Milonchowk, Baral chowk
Fakedip Khajurgachhi. This alignment provided the road access facilities for the people of
Khajurgachhi, Maharanijhoda and Lakhanpur VDC’'s from India boarder to MRM after
crossing the postal highway at Khajurgachhi. The total length of the road is 23.18 km out of
that 9 km is blacktop, 9 km graveled and 5km is earthen in condition.

Goldhap - sanischara 8 - Highwy (Birtamode) (05B004R)

Dhulabari - Shantinagar 3 - Aayabari - shantinagar-7 (05B010R)

This alignment starts from Dhulabari and passes through Shantinagar 3, Aayabari,
shantinagar-7 and end at Chulthi Bari in Shantinagar VDC. The total length of the road is
11.54 km in gravel condition. This alignment passes through small canal and kholsi. Hence, it
contains 11 numbers of cross drainage structures out of them 5 number of cross drainage
structure for new construction.

Himali — Pathamari (05B013R)

The total length of the road is 8.48 km in gravel condition out of that 250 m
road is in blacktop condition. This alignment passes through small canal and kholsi. Hence, it
contains 8 numbers of cross drainage structures out of them 2 numbers of structure is need
for new constructed. According to the traffic density as well as cost benefits analysis, this
alignment is essential to make fair weather road with black topped surface.

Durgapur - mansapur - champapur - Batis biha — Chapramari (05B018R)

This road starts from Durgapur (MRM) in Ghailadubba VDC and passes through Lukanibari,
manaspur, Champapur, Batis Biha and end at Chapramarir in Surunga VDCs. The total
length of the road is 7.18 km. It is in graveled condition out of that 600m road in blacktop
condition.

The total length of the road is 4.71 km and in gravel condition but in low quality. Small portion
around 600 m is in earthen condition hence it requires gravelling to upkeep in well condition.
This alignment passes through small canal and Kholsi. Hence, it contains 9 numbers of cross
drainage structures. There is not necessary for the construction of new cross drainage
structure. According to the traffic density as well as cost benefits analysis, this alignment is
essential to make fair weather road with gravel surface.

Anarmani — Ghailadubba (05B033R)

This alignment starts from Annarmani in Annarmani VDC and end at Ghailadubba bazar
inGhailadubba VDC. This road lies on class “B” road in Jhapa district. The total length of the
road is 5.47 km and in gravel condition but in low quality. Small portion around 1200 m is in
earthen condition hence it requires gravelling to upkeep in well condition. This alignment
passes through small canal and Kholsi. But, there is not necessary for the construction of
new cross drainage structure. According to the traffic density as well as cost benefits
analysis, this alignment is essential to make fair weather road with gravel surface.

Surunga — Sukedagi (05B034R)

Sanischare - Khudunabari — Sukhani (05B035R)

The proposed road starts from Sanischare bazaar in Sanischare VDC and passes through
Khudanabari reaches at Sukhani of llam district. This road lies on class “B” road in Jhapa
district. The total length of the road is 8.68 km and in gravel condition. This alignment passes
through major khola Biran Tantin and Sukhani and other small canal.

Gaurigang (05B042R)

This alignment starts from School choun and passes through Doromari School, Doramari
Bazar, Doramari, sabdala, Gachiyamari, Baniya toli Domaidada and end at Kanchira
Gaurigung. This road provided the road access facilities for the people of Dainiya VDC's.
This road lies on class “B” road in Jhapa district. The total length of the road is 9.35 km in
graveled condition. There is no cross drainage structure. According to the traffic density as
well as cost benefits analysis, this alignment is essential to make fair weather road with
Gravel surface.

Radhanagar - Chakchaki — Dangibari (05B058R)

This road starts from Radhanagar and Passess through Chakchaki, Ramjanaki Mandir,
Dagibari Bazar, Simal chaur and end at Dangabari in Dangibari VDC. This alignment passes
through small canal and kholsi. Hence, it contains 12 numbers of cross drainage there is no
cross drainage structure require for new construction.

Hawaldar chowk - Sarswati School - Bangechowk (05B066R)

This road starts from Sitapuri chowk (MRM) in Lakhanpur and passes through Santipur
chowk, Jiban chowk and end at Devichoun in Topgachhi VDCs. The total length of the road
is 7.28 km graveled road out of that 1.22 km in earth condition. This alignment passes
through small canal and kholsi. Hence, it contains 11 numbers of cross drainage structures
out of that 3 numbers of cross drainage need for new construction.

Duhagadi - Dhaijan - Mangali dada - Dhaijan chowk (05B078R)

Bari, Balmathari, Dhaijanchowk, Labarbote, Mangali, Bichkamat, Sirankamat and end at
Dhaijan. The total length of the road is 11.9 km and in gravel condition out of them around 1
Km road is damaged. This alignment passes through small canal and kholsi. Hence, it
contains 15 numbers of cross drainage structures. There is not necessary for the
construction of new cross drainage structure. According to the traffic density as well as cost
benefits analysis, this alignment is essential to make fair weather road with gravel surface

Nabodaya School Samayagadh - Dhruba tol (05B069R)

The alignment started at Nabodaya School Samayagadh in Topgachhi VDC and Passes
through Devichoun Bhutlung School and end at Dhubra tole. This road lies on class “B” road
in Jhapa district. The total length of the road is 9.28 km and in gravel condition out of that
920m road is in blacktop in condition. This alignment passes through small canal and kholsi.
Hence, it contains 22 numbers of cross drainage structures. There is necessary for the
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construction of new structure. According to the traffic density as well as cost benefits
analysis, this alignment is essential to make fair weather road with gravel surface.

Damuna bazar south Adarsa primary school south — south chillara - Janta School -
Dangitila east - Phattepur road (05B093R)

This road starts from Damuna bazar south Adarsa primary school in (Kohabara VDC), and
passes through Singiya dubba, Mathilo Chilhara, Tallo Chilhara, Malhitoli, Dayitoli and end at
Phattepur road in Khajurgachhi VDC. The total length of the road is 9.26 km and in gravel
condition. This alignment passes through small canal and kholsi. Hence, it contains 4
numbers of cross drainage structures out of them 2 cross drainage structure is require for
new construction including one bridge. According to the traffic density as well as cost
benefits analysis, this alignment is essential to make fair weather road with gravel surface

Rai tol haldibari - itabhatta - hadigau - Garamani 4(05B017R)

This road starts Rai tol of Haldi bari VDC and forward Itta Bhatta, Hadigaun and end at
Garamani 4 in Garamani VDC. This alignment passes through small canal and kholsi.
Hence, it contains 12 numbers of cross drainage there is no cross drainage structure require
for new construction.
